
You may be aware that the St George Motor Boat Club has submitted a DA
to Georges River Council with plans to expand the club. Whilst the
Kogarah Bay Progress Association supports the club being refurbished and
modernised, the Association Members feel a number of details are cause
for concern, the main ones being the proposed two-storey carpark and the
marina expansion.

An unsightly carpark will block the stunning view of the bay for residents,
but also for visitors; people who walk, jog and walk their dogs in the area. 

We know that parking is a problem for many of you but the proposed
carpark will only provide an additional 69 spaces.

So that the stunning vista can be preserved for all to enjoy, we urge you
to write to Georges River Council asking for the DA not to be approved
and to insist that other parking options are explored, including an
underground carpark.
